—Missouri Synod, and yet desire to receive
the Sacrament, are asked to first speak with
the Pastor, so as to refrain from eating and
drinking in an unworthy manner causing
harm to themselves.

What does this mean?  It means that we are growing, not only in numbers, but in faith toward God.  It means
that we are more than a bunch of individuals, but that we are a heavenly family brought together under Christ
and making the bold confession of faith to the world.

We are therefore delighted that you have joined us today to hear and receive the blessings of the Word of God
in the Divine Service where God comes to us by the means of grace to give us mercy, forgiveness, and His
Spirit.  The Lutheran liturgy might be hard for first-time visitors to our church or to the historic Lutheran
church, but don’t worry!  We are here to help you so that you can take part in the liturgy and hymns without
reservation or fear.  

The Lord’s Supper will most likely be served today.  This is also called Holy Communion.  We follow our Lord’s
instructions alone here, and not the opinions of men.  Please be sure to read The Lord’s Supper statement on
the previous page.  Visitors, if you did not have a chance to speak to the pastor prior to the service, please take
no offence if the pastor does not serve you should you come up to the rail.  He will certainly offer a blessing
and prayer over you.  You should speak to him as quickly as possible after the service.

Regarding children, we LOVE when children attend the service and hope your children participate in the
singing and reading of Scripture.  If they’re a little noisy, it’s okay and they’re welcome to stay.  If you wish, you
may take them to the Cry Room at the back of the sanctuary, or to the Nursery room, provided they are
supervised.  You may also provide them with a children’s bag and bulletin, found just outside the sanctuary on
the left.

Finally, all are welcome to fellowship after the service to drink some coffee and eat some delicious breakfast
treats.  Bible Study and Sunday School follow at 10:30.

A Word of Christian Welcome

Today’s Theme
Christ is our rock and He alone gives to us the water of life. The children of Israel journeyed
from the Red Sea through the wilderness toward the land of promise. Along the way they
complained to the Lord about their lack of bread and meat and water. At every juncture, the
Lord revealed His mercy and provided for His people. They did not realize that all of this was
but a promise of the eternal care provided in Christ. He is the rock of their salvation, the
bread of heaven come down to feed them until they want for nothing more, the Lamb of God
who gives Himself as food for His people, and the living water that tastes of everlasting life.
Israel’s doubts and fears are warnings to us lest we fail to see how Christ answers all our
needs even to eternal life.

Old Testament Reading Exodus 17:1–7 
 1All the congregation of the people of Israel moved on from the wilderness of Sin by 
stages, according to the commandment of the LORD, and camped at Rephidim, but there 
was no water for the people to drink. 2Therefore the people quarreled with Moses and 
said, “Give us water to drink.” And Moses said to them, “Why do you quarrel with me? 
Why do you test the LORD?” 3But the people thirsted there for water, and the people 
grumbled against Moses and said, “Why did you bring us up out of Egypt, to kill us and 
our children and our livestock with thirst?” 4So Moses cried to the LORD, “What shall I do 
with this people? They are almost ready to stone me.” 5And the LORD said to Moses, 
“Pass on before the people, taking with you some of the elders of Israel, and take in your 
hand the staff with which you struck the Nile, and go. 6Behold, I will stand before you 
there on the rock at Horeb, and you shall strike the rock, and water shall come out of it, 
and the people will drink.” And Moses did so, in the sight of the elders of Israel. 7And he 
called the name of the place Massah and Meribah, because of the quarreling of the 
people of Israel, and because they tested the LORD by saying, “Is the LORD among us or 
not?”

Holy Gospel John 4:5–26 
P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the fourth chapter. 
C Glory to You, O Lord. 
  
 5[Jesus] came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the field that Jacob had given 
to his son Joseph. 6Jacob’s well was there; so Jesus, wearied as he was from his 
journey, was sitting beside the well. It was about the sixth hour. 
 7There came a woman of Samaria to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give me a drink.” 
8(For his disciples had gone away into the city to buy food.) 9The Samaritan woman said 
to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a drink from me, a woman of Samaria?” (For 



Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.) 10Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of 
God, and who it is that is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink,’ you would have asked him, 
and he would have given you living water.” 11The woman said to him, “Sir, you have 
nothing to draw water with, and the well is deep. Where do you get that living water? 
12Are you greater than our father Jacob? He gave us the well and drank from it himself, 
as did his sons and his livestock.” 13Jesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water 
will be thirsty again, 14but whoever drinks of the water that I will give him will never be 
thirsty forever. The water that I will give him will become in him a spring of water welling 
up to eternal life.” 15The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that I will not be 
thirsty or have to come here to draw water.” 
 16Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” 17The woman answered 
him, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; 
18for you have had five husbands, and the one you now have is not your husband. What 
you have said is true.” 19The woman said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you are a prophet. 
20Our fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is the place 
where people ought to worship.” 21Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is 
coming when neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 
22You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the 
Jews. 23But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship 
the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. 24God 
is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.” 25The woman said 
to him, “I know that Messiah is coming (he who is called Christ). When he comes, he will 
tell us all things.” 26Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you am he.”
