He will certainly offer a blessing
and prayer over you.  You should speak to him as quickly as possible after the service.

Regarding children, we LOVE when children attend the service and hope your children participate in the
singing and reading of Scripture.  If they’re a little noisy, it’s okay and they’re welcome to stay.  If you wish, you
may take them to the Cry Room at the back of the sanctuary, or to the Nursery room, provided they are
supervised.  You may also provide them with a children’s bag and bulletin, found just outside the sanctuary on
the left.

Finally, all are welcome to fellowship after the service to drink some coffee and eat some delicious breakfast
treats.  Bible Study and Sunday School follow at 10:30.

A Word of Christian Welcome

Today’s Theme
“Born again” has become a catch phrase in our age. It is not merely that Jesus says one must
be born again but born from above. This new birth happens not from human will or desire
but solely from the love and act of God working by the Spirit. Baptismal water is the womb
through which we are born again and born from above to the life that death cannot
overcome and is eternal. As we make our way through Lent, we are constantly reminded of
the truth of Luther’s explanation: we cannot by our own reason or strength believe in Christ,
our Lord, or come to Him. The Spirit calls us to the font, gathers the baptized around His
Word and Table, delivers us from the darkness of unbelief, and makes holy those who
belong to the Lord.

Epistle Romans 4:1–8, 13–17 
 1What then shall we say was gained by Abraham, our forefather according to the flesh? 
2For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before 
God. 3For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was counted to 
him as righteousness.” 4Now to the one who works, his wages are not counted as a gift 
but as his due. 5And to the one who does not work but trusts him who justifies the 
ungodly, his faith is counted as righteousness, 6just as David also speaks of the blessing 
of the one to whom God counts righteousness apart from works: 

7“Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, 
 and whose sins are covered;

 13For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the world did 
not come through the law but through the righteousness of faith. 14For if it is the 
adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. 15For 
the law brings wrath, but where there is no law there is no transgression. 
 16That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be 
guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one 
who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 17as it is written, “I have 
made you the father of many nations”—in the presence of the God in whom he believed, 
who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist.

13No one has ascended into heaven except he 
who descended from heaven, the Son of Man. 14And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the 
wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, 15that whoever believes in him may have 
eternal life.
