Regarding children, we LOVE when children attend the service and hope your children participate in the
singing and reading of Scripture. If they're a litlle noisy, i's okay and theyre welcome (o stay. If you wish, you
may lake them to the Cry Room at the back of the sanctuary, or (o the Nursery room, provided they are
supervised. You may also provide them with a children’s bag and bulletin, found just outside the sanctuary on
the left.

Finally, all are welcome to fellowship after the service to drink some coffee and eat some delicious breakfast
treats. Bible Study and Sunday School follow at 10:50. y

Today's Theme

Triduum, or "The Three Days,” is a single worship service beginning with Maundy (Holy)
Thursday and finally culminating at either the Easter Vigil on Saturday or the Easter Sunrise
service early Sunday. For these services, there is only one Invocation on Thursday night,
and one Benediction at either the Vigil or the end of the Sunrise service. Since we are doing
the Vigil this year, the Triduum concludes Saturday night.
