all sin, and who set aside any refusal to
forgive and love others as He forgives. 

Individuals who are not yet instructed, in
doubt, or who hold a belief differing from
this congregation and The Lutheran Church
—Missouri Synod, and yet desire to receive
the Sacrament, are asked to first speak with
the Pastor, so as to refrain from eating and
drinking in an unworthy manner causing
harm to themselves.

St. Paul’s is “Growing together as God’s family!”

What does this mean?  It means that we are growing, not only in numbers, but in faith toward God.  It means
that we are more than a bunch of individuals, but that we are a heavenly family brought together under Christ
and making the bold confession of faith to the world.

We are therefore delighted that you have joined us today to hear and receive the blessings of the Word of God
in the Divine Service where God comes to us by the means of grace to give us mercy, forgiveness, and His
Spirit.  The Lutheran liturgy might be hard for first-time visitors to our church or to the historic Lutheran
church, but don’t worry!  We are here to help you so that you can take part in the liturgy and hymns without
reservation or fear.  

The Lord’s Supper will most likely be served today.  This is also called Holy Communion.  We follow our Lord’s
instructions alone here, and not the opinions of men.  Please be sure to read The Lord’s Supper statement on
the previous page.  Visitors, if you did not have a chance to speak to the pastor prior to the service, please take
no offence if the pastor does not serve you should you come up to the rail.  He will certainly offer a blessing
and prayer over you.  You should speak to him as quickly as possible after the service.

Regarding children, we LOVE when children attend the service and hope your children participate in the
singing and reading of Scripture.  If they’re a little noisy, it’s okay and they’re welcome to stay.  If you wish, you
may take them to the Cry Room at the back of the sanctuary, or to the Nursery room, provided they are
supervised.  You may also provide them with a children’s bag and bulletin, found just outside the sanctuary on
the left.

Finally, all are welcome to fellowship after the service to drink some coffee and eat some delicious breakfast
treats.  Bible Study and Sunday School follow at 10:30.

A Word of Christian Welcome

Today’s Theme
The only people in the Old Testament who needed freedom were those enslaved. The people in
today’s Gospel who truly needed a Savior were like sheep without a shepherd, milling about
without hope. The vast crowds of people who have inherited the sin of Adam are, as we once
were, dead in trespasses and sin; they all need some good news! Today’s Readings move us into
action! God promises that His people shall be priests, and priests convey the message of
forgiveness to all burdened by sin. The gift of God’s Son abounds for many, Paul writes in the
Epistle. And Jesus Himself tells us to proclaim as we go, “The kingdom of heaven is at hand”
(Matthew 10:7). Be ready to be moved into action!

 35Jesus went throughout all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues and 
proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom and healing every disease and every affliction. 
36When he saw the crowds, he had compassion for them, because they were harassed 
and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. 37Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest 
is plentiful, but the laborers are few; 38therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest 
to send out laborers into his harvest.” 
 1And he called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, 
to cast them out, and to heal every disease and every affliction.

You received without paying; give 
without pay. 9Acquire no gold nor silver nor copper for your belts, 10no bag for your 
journey, nor two tunics nor sandals nor a staff, for the laborer deserves his food. 11And 
whatever town or village you enter, find out who is worthy in it and stay there until you 
depart. 12As you enter the house, greet it. 13And if the house is worthy, let your peace 
come upon it, but if it is not worthy, let your peace return to you. 14And if anyone will not 
receive you or listen to your words, shake off the dust from your feet when you leave that 
house or town. 15Truly, I say to you, it will be more bearable on the day of judgment for 
the land of Sodom and Gomorrah than for that town. 
 16“Behold, I am sending you out as sheep in the midst of wolves, so be wise as 
serpents and innocent as doves. 17Beware of men, for they will deliver you over to courts 
and flog you in their synagogues, 18and you will be dragged before governors and kings 
for my sake, to bear witness before them and the Gentiles. 19When they deliver you over, 
do not be anxious how you are to speak or what you are to say, for what you are to say 



will be given to you in that hour. 20For it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father 
speaking through you.”
